Introduction of Anti Human Trafficking Alliance Watch

The goals of Anti Human Trafficking Alliance Watch,
originally named Anti Human Trafficking Alliance, are to
protect human rights of trafficking victims, to eliminate crimes
of human trafficking, to supervise the government and set
related policies into action, and to publicize knowledge of Anti
Human Trafficking to the public. The Alliance was raised by
women’s groups in 2006, and formally established in 2007.
There are 10 NGOs in the Alliance, all are engaging in the
affairs of women, labors, and new inhabitants over a long period
of time. The Alliance supervises the execution of “Human
Trafficking Prevention Action Plan” to ensure the practice of
victim protection. Also, the Alliance is going to advance Human
Trafficking Prevention Act into a more localized and victim-
centered one.

The Alliance undertook drawing up the draft of act. The team
consists of scholars, lawyers, manpower related to social affairs,
police affairs, and judiciary, and separates into groups of practice,
scholar and law. The three groups provide suggestions from
different viewpoints to enact the Human Trafficking Prevention
Act of the Alliance edition. This edition comes into a final text on
April 25, 2008, and begins looking for supports from legislators.
In 2009, Human Trafficking Prevention Act has been announced
on January 23, been issued on May 26, and become effective
on June 1. Still there are some articles hard to enforce. For
constantly advocating and observing the operation of Human
Trafficking Prevention Act, Anti Human Trafficking Alliance was
renamed Anti Human Trafficking Alliance in April, 2013. More
NGOs are joining the Alliance. The new mission for the Alliance
is to supervise the government and the effects of execution,
and to make NGOs, scholars and governments in dialogue for
amending the act.
